In addition, note the definitions of the following words:

Asthenosphere: 

A layer of molten rock just below the crust.  

Lithosphere:

The name used for the Earth’s crust and the asthenosphere below is. Lithosphere means ‘sphere of rock’.

Plate:

A rigid part of the Earth’s crust.  There about a dozen very large and many smaller plates.

Magma:

Molten rock underground.  When it comes up through a volcano it is called lava.

Pangaea:

A ‘supercontinent’ that existed 250 million years ago, when all of the continents  joined together.

Plate Tectonics:

The theory that attempts to explain how the plates move, and what happens when they do.
